Scientific Writers are available to assist Marshfield Clinic and Foundation researchers with developing and writing research grant proposals. The goal of OSWP is to link the PI with the proper support staff in order to utilize time efficiently through clear delineation of roles/responsibilities to produce sound scientific proposals. The following support Centers/Department provide expertise in various areas. 

· The Clinical Research Center (CRC) is committed to supporting quality, evidence-based health care to our patients and communities by broadening physician participation in research throughout the Marshfield Clinic system. Over 50 Research Coordinators and Research Nurses are available to manage research protocols throughout the clinic system in all medical specialty areas. These research professionals are trained to identify and recruit, obtain informed consent, collect data, obtain specimens and manage project needs and events utilizing quality assurance practices.

· The Biomedical Informatics Research Center (BIRC) will provide research support in programming, information systems support, biostatistics and data management to the scientists at Marshfield Clinic Research Foundation and to physicians and other researchers in Marshfield Clinic.
· Epidemiology addresses the distribution and contributing factors for disease or injury in human populations. It is the basic science for public health, encompassing a wide variety of analytic approaches at the molecular, individual and ecological level. Epidemiology studies have the capability of looking at disease incidence, prevalence, risk factors, outcomes and health care utilization. The Center has employees trained in data abstraction, interview processes and data collecting quality assurance. The Epidemiology Research Center maintains a dynamic geographic cohort, the Marshfield Epidemiology Study Area (MESA).

· Sponsored Programs (SP) staff is primarily responsible for the administration of internally and externally funded research projects. Sponsored Programs incorporates three units (Pre-Award, Post-Award and Fiscal Affairs), which work together to assist Foundation and Clinic staff in proposal submission, including budget preparation, negotiation and management stages of grant and contract funded activities. Additionally, SP staff provides training, guidance and oversight to research staff to insure compliance with all related regulatory matters.
